Since then he has worked tirelessly with marine
mammals, focusing on marine vertebrate morphology, systematic
comparative anatomy, stranded marine mammals and pathological
investigations of marine mammails. He has held the post of Curator in
Chief of the National Museum of Nature and Science in Tokyo for more
than 2 decades and is now Curator Emeritus of the same museum. He
has numerous publications to his name and is hnown mtg;%ationally for
